Considering how much Eight relies on the support of its 

membership, Cathy’s job is vital to the retention of donors. 

After she graduated, she served as head resident 

at the Manzanita Hall dormitory on the Tempe campus, eventually becoming the Assistant Director of Student 

Housing at ASU.  She later received an M.A. in Counseling from ASU.
